Purpose: The purpose of this scholarship is to assist qualified students in continuing their education
beyond high school.

Criteria: Students who are eligible for the scholarship shall be graduating seniors from Blue Springs
High School or Blue Springs South High School and intending to continue their education in an
accredited two or four-year college and/or technical school. Preference may be given to those choosing to
study at college and trade schools to become plumbers, HVAC technicians or other related fields in
construction. This scholarship shall be supplemental for students who have already earned athletic and/or
academic scholarships. In addition to the student’s academic record, consideration will be given to
financial need, and the student’s involvement in extracurricular, leadership, and/or work and community
service. A scholarship application must be submitted to the Blue Springs High School Counseling Office
by the last Friday in February.

Amount: This is a one-time scholarship valued at the amount of interest received on the Charles and Judy
Qualkinbush Scholarship Fund ranging from $200 to $500. This scholarship will be paid upon receipt of
required documentation.

Deadline: Application must be received by the high school counseling office by the last Friday in
February.

Renewal process: This is not a renewable scholarship.
