Registration Procedures
Summer Journey registration will be held at the six program sites on a first-come, first-served basis*
from 5:30-7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, March 30th. After March 31st, registration may be made directly
through the site lead of the desired location. A non-refundable $100 registration fee is required per
attendee payable by check or money order to Prime Time. The last day for registration is Friday, June
25th. Parent Orientation will be held at the six sites from 7:00-8:00 p.m. on Tuesday, May |8th.

Rates are reduced the first four weeks due to summer
school, for families with more than one attendee, and for part-time
participation.

Second Attendee/Part-Time $55/week

First Attendee/Full-Time (5 days/week) $100/week
Second Attendee/Full-Time $ 95/week
First Attendee/Part-Time (3 days/week) $ 80/week
Second Attendee/Part-Time $ 75/week
