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Tutoring Opportunities for A+ Students at BSHS
Decide where you would like to tutor and then stop by the LA Office to sign up. ALL tutoring must be approved by Mrs. Knudsen prior to starting.  
Before school/after school:  Tutor students during this time, but details must be worked out with a supervising teacher on BSHS campus and confirmed with Mrs. Armstrong.

Before school on Late Start Days:  Tutor students that arrive to BSHS to work on homework.  Students must have a supervising teacher.
HISTEP:  This organization is for students that want to develop peer education for elementary students concerning substance abuse.  Students are divided into groups and assigned to an elementary school.  Presentations are written and presented by HISTEP students.  HiSTEP club meetings/trainings do not count for A+ hours, but classroom time with students does count.  This is for 10-12th grade students.  See Mrs. McClanahan for details.  
Future Teachers of America:  This organization is for students who are interested in education.  Students shadow teachers and help in their classrooms.  Club meeting times do not count for A+ hours, but classroom time with students does count.  See Mrs. Wheeler for details.  

James Lewis: Tutor elementary students after school.  Days and times vary.   Tutors also needed to help with Prime Time after school from 4:15-5:30.  Starting end of September.
James Lewis STARS Program:  This is a program run through the YMCA but held at James Lewis.  The program runs Monday, Tuesday and Thursday afternoons from 4:15-5:30.  If you are interested, see Mrs. Knudsen for a STARS packet.
Liggett Trail Education Center: Tutors/mentors needed to work with special needs children. Tutors must be able to attend consistently for a period of time (i.e. every day for 2 wks minimum). There are two different opportunities at this site. Tutors are needed to work with multihandicapped students from 2:30-3:00 daily. Students interested in nursing/medical field would be great. Tutors are also needed to work with early childhood program from 2:30-4:00 daily. Tutors with musical or artistic background would be great. Starting September 15th.
Lucy Franklin: Tutor elementary students after school. Days and times vary. Tutors are also needed for help in Prime Time from 4:15pm - 5:30pm.  Start the end of September.
Sophomore Mentoring Program:  Seniors may be a mentor to sophomore students during advisory each week.
MORE OPPORTUNITIES ON THE BACK

Sunny Pointe: Tutor elementary students after school. Days and times vary.

Success Center:  Students can aide for the success center teacher and help with tutoring students during that time.  Students cannot aide until junior year. 
Summer School:  Make arrangements to aide a teacher during summer school to help tutor students in the curriculum. 
Voy Spears Elementary: A+ Tutors are needed every Thursday from 4:00 – 5:00pm.  
James Walker:  Tutor elementary students after school.  Prime time tutors are also needed from 4:15-6:00.  Reading tutors needed at the end of September.  Days and times vary.

James Walker STARS Program:  This is a tutoring program that takes place from 4:15-5:00 on Wednesdays.  
John Nowlin:  Tutor elementary students during Prime Time’s Homework Club from 4:30-5:30 Monday-Thursday.

Thomas Ultican:  Tutor elementary students after school.  Days and times vary. Starting end of September..
William Yates: Tutor elementary students after school. Must attend orientation with WYE Counselor. Days and times vary.  
Sunny Vale Middle School:  Tutor middle school students after school on Tuesday, Wednesdays and Thursday from 3:15-4:15.  Sign up with Mrs. Knudsen.
Brittany Hill Middle School:  Tutor middle school students after school.  Dates and times vary.

Cub Care:  Help with the preschool program at Hall McCarter Education Center.  Dates and times vary.
BSHS One-on-one Tutoring:  Throughout the year students needing academic assistance will request a student tutor.  If you are interested in tutoring a student in a certain academic area, please stop by the LA office and sign up.  You will be contacted as requests for tutors arise.
