SUMMARY OF MATERIAL MODIFICATIONS


	The purpose of this Summary of Material Modifications is to inform you of a change that has been made to the Blue Springs R-IV School District Flexible Benefits Plan.  This change has affected the information previously provided to you in the Plan's Summary Plan Description.  The Summary Plan Description is modified as described below.


	Health Care Reimbursement Account (Medical (FSA) Flexible Spending Account)

	You will be entitled to receive reimbursement from this account for eligible expenses incurred by you, your spouse and dependents, if any. A dependent is generally someone who you may claim as a dependent on your federal tax return and also includes a child until their 26th birthday. You may receive reimbursement for eligible expenses incurred at a time when you are actively participating in the Plan.

	Effective January 1, 2011, medicines or drugs are eligible expenses for reimbursement under your Health Care Reimbursement Account only if such medicine or drug is a prescribed drug (determined without regard to whether such drug is available without a prescription) or is insulin. Eligible expenses for reimbursement under your Health Care Reimbursement Account generally include all medical expenses that you may deduct on your federal income tax return, although health insurance premiums are not an eligible expense for the Health Care Reimbursement Account. 

	Debit/Credit Cards

	For expenses incurred on and after January 1, 2011, over-the-counter medicine or drug purchases through a debit/credit card must be substantiated before reimbursement may be made. A receipt accompanied by a copy of the related prescription is sufficient substantiation. Debit cards may continue to be used for medical expenses other than over-the-counter medicines or drugs. 

Clarification: (In other words, you may not purchase over the counter medicines or drugs with your Flexible Spending Account (manual claim or Benny card) without a prescription on and after January 1, 2011. You may want to purchase these products before January 1, 2011 if you believe that you will have remaining funds in your account that will not be used for prescriptive based medical products.)
